Tetra Tech is a provider of multi-disciplinary consultancy and engineering services, focusing on water,
environment, sustainable infrastructure, renewable energy, and international development.

Tetra Tech has a global annual turnover of c. USD 5.2 billion. Of this, in the financial year ending 30
September 2024, the Company and its subsidiaries’ turnover was over GBP 600 million.

As part of its corporate commitment to sustainability, Tetra Tech has joined the United Nations (UN)
Global Compact (https./unglobalcompact.org), which supports UN efforts to end extreme poverty, fight
inequality, address climate change, as well as aligning its business strategy and operations with universal
principles on human rights, labour, environment, and anti-corruption?.
